President’s report

The President opened the meeting. The agenda was approved as circulated.
To be on the list of existing members all members first had to have paid their subscription for the current year.

The President called for a vote on 2 changes of the statutes: 

1.
The official address of the BSO will be at Alain Baudhuin’s house: Rue du Sceptre 24, 1040 Bruxelles

2.
The dates of the accounting year will be from 1st January to 31st December.

Both changes were approved.

The President asked whether the GA could accept a BSO financial support to Jan’s new Youth Symphony Orchestra (YS). The support would take the form of a starting-up loan to be paid back as soon as subsidies were granted or profit-giving concerts had been held. The Committee suggested a loan of max. 1,000 EUR.

Jan explained the need for a young BSO that will have to be established as an independent legal entity (ASBL). The YS could be a reserve for future musicians for the BSO. The idea is a healthy interaction between the two orchestras and openness to all nationalities. The YS is to start at the end of September as soon as a good rehearsal room has been found.

The loan was voted unanimously.

Music director’s report 
Jan expressed satisfaction with the previous season, which had been very intense: 3 children’s concerts, a Christmas concert, the Liebrecht concert and the June concert with Helen Jackson. The coming year will be more or less the same.
Jan confirmed the extra rehearsal on 9 October at 19:30 in St. Boniface to allow a TV crew from the RTBF to film the orchestra for the programme “Au Quotidien” at 19:00 in RTBF 1. 

New section managers were introduced.

Presentation of the accounts and of the budget + acceptance

Evelien presented the profit and loss accounts and balance sheet for 2006/2007 and the budget for 2007/2008. The accounts and the budget were adopted unanimously.

Presentation of the next season
An presented the season’s concert programme: 3 children’s concerts in October and a Christmas concert on 16 December (general rehearsal on 15). 

The following concerts are planned in 2008:

March: (Benedicte Masurel guitar concerto) 8 in the British School or 15 in Anderlecht. 
June:
(Gala concert Brahms): 15 in the Cultural Centre of Auderghem (general rehearsal on 14), and 21st in the Conservatory in Ghent.

The London Eurostar concert project on 14 November was abandoned due to lack of interest.

Frans introduced the concert opportunity at the opening of the European Wind Energy Conference on Monday morning, 31st March 2008. Max. 10 players were needed, and a meeting room was available for rehearsals.
